Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Location in Text: 4.2
Comment: I assume the animal is anesthetized in an induction chamber and brought to the intubation stand. Since the animal is not being maintained on isoflurane with a facemask, it is important to note that there is limited time before the animal starts to wake up, so it would need to be removed if the dosing is not done quickly.
Suggested change: Suggest adding a caution note in the text. 

Location in Text: 4.2 
Comment: It is typical to place ophthalmic ointment if animals are being anesthetized.
Suggested change: Recommend adding ophthalmic ointment to the animal if sedated, even if for short procedures, especially as animals will be anesthetized twice.

Location in Text: 4.9
Comment: It is typical to provide heating support to anesthetized animals.
Suggested change: Edit the text to add heat support under the cage while animals are recovering from anesthesia. 



Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Time in Video: 4.10, and Location in Text: 4.7
Comment: How can the reader ensure the bacteria are put into the trachea, not the esophagus? Palpate the throat. If you feel two hard tubes, then the gavage needle is in the esophagus; if one, then it is in the trachea. 
Suggested change: If applicable, this can be clarified in the text as a Note and as a short text overlay in the video.
