Time in Video: 1:50
Comment: During the infusion tubing preparation, the user appears to be wearing sterile gloves, but there is no mention of prepping the tubing aseptically.
Suggested change: Add a text overlay that infusion tubing should be prepared aseptically.

Time in Video: 2:42
Comment: There is no verification of anesthetic depth prior to making an incision. 
Suggested changes: Add onscreen text: TXT: Confirm the depth of anesthesia via a toe-pinch before making the incision

Time in Video: 2:42-4:15
Comment: Scissors are used to make the initial skin incision. According to the JoVE Animal Use Guidelines, scissors should not be used to make skin incisions for recovery surgeries. Hairs are present in the sterile field and on sterile instruments. According to JoVE Animal Use Guidelines, sterile conditions must be maintained during survival surgery:
· 150% of the area surrounding a surgical site should be shaved or cleared of fur using depilatory cream
· Hair/fur should be kept clear of any surgical wound
Suggested change: Refilm this segment with a well-shaved animal and no loose hair in the surgical field. Skin should be incised using a scalpel.
NOTE from JoVE: We can provide further instructions when you are ready to refilm.

Location in Text: 61.12
Comment: Add the word “cream” after depilatory.
Suggested change: “Remove the fur from the left back side of the mouse with a depilatory cream using a cotton-tipped applicator.”

Location in Text: 7.2.1
Comment: During perfusion procedures, mice should be deeply anesthetized with assurance that the described anesthetic plan will cover the entire duration of perfusion, such that the animal will not potentially experience any conscious state prior to death. The current anesthetic description does not specify deep anesthesia, and may be interpreted by the reader as inducing anesthesia and then removing the animal from the anesthetic chamber during the perfusion process. If inhalant anesthesia is the recommended method, the animal must be transferred to a nose cone with continuous inhalant throughout the perfusion process. However, since the animal will not be able to spontaneously ventilate once the thoracic cavity is opened, injectable anesthesia is typically recommended to ensure a continuous state of anesthesia throughout the procedure.
Suggested change: Consider changing step 1 to a broader description such as: “Deeply anesthetize the mouse according to institutional guidance for terminal perfusion, place it in a supine position, and….”

Location in Text: Figure 1
Comment: Hair is pictured within the sterile field with the kidney exteriorized. According to the JoVE Animal Use Guidelines, sterile conditions must be maintained during survival surgery:
· 150% of the area surrounding a surgical site should be shaved or cleared of fur using depilatory cream
· Hair/fur should be kept clear of any surgical wound
· Use a sterile surgical drape around the incision site when possible.
Suggested change: Methods should be implemented to ensure sterility during survival surgical procedures. Images should be retaken to comply with these expectations and submit a revised figure.
