Comment: This is appropriate for animal usage. I also perform heart pressure measurements, and I’m curious about the vitals of these animals regarding SpO2. I would guess that SpO2 may be decreased from breathing room air and not being on a ventilator. Again, I think this is appropriate because every subject would be done under the same conditions, but I suspect the animal would have better supported physiology while anesthetized on a ventilator.
