Comment: The whole mouse is shown. 
Suggested change: Zoom in/crop the video frame in the necessary places to avoid showing the full mouse.

Location in Text: 1.1
Comment: The use of Tribromoethanol is not usually recommended and is not to be used without justification for why it was specifically chosen. No such justification is given.  
Suggested change: 
Provide justification for using Tribromoethanol. Also, provide specific documentation from your animal ethics committee (in English) indicating the use of Tribromoethanol.
OR
Change the anesthetic agent.

Location in Text: 1.5
Comment: “Monitor for signs such as mouse tail curling and muscle twitching.”  Someone reading this could misunderstand that the tail flick is related to a lack of appropriate depth of anesthesia.
Suggested change: Explain in the text that these indicate normal perfusion and are not indicative of consciousness or lack of anesthesia.
