Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Time in Video: 7:50-7:55
Comment: Disinfect the shaved area with povidone-iodine solution - the technique shown is wrong in terms of how the povidone-iodine is being applied to the area. Typically, the gauze soaked with povidone-iodine is rubbed centrifugally, starting from the center and moving towards the outside to prevent hair cross-contamination at the center. Instead, in the video, the technique reflects diverting the hair up and sideways with gauze, but not centrifugally. Also, it is only shown once that povidone-iodine is applied before making a skin incision - normally, it is three times, either with povidone-iodine or alternating with isopropyl alcohol, for proper technique.
Suggested changes: 
1. Change the text to “Disinfect the shaved area with three alternating rounds of an iodine-based scrub and alcohol”.
2. Delete this video segment (7:50-7:55) and place the voiceover information as an onscreen text overlay to the video. TXT: Disinfect the shaved area with three alternating rounds of iodine-based scrub and alcohol.

Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Time in Video: 7:50-7:55, and Location in Text: 5.1.2
Comment: Only one round of disinfection with povidone-iodine is shown. This is not in line with JoVE guidelines: "The surgical area must be disinfected several times in a circular motion with both an iodine- or chlorhexidine-based scrub and alcohol.”
Suggested changes: 
1. Change the text to “Disinfect the shaved area with three alternating rounds of an iodine-based scrub and alcohol”.
2. Delete this video segment (7:50-7:55) and place the voiceover information as an onscreen text overlay to the video. TXT: Disinfect the shaved area with three alternating rounds of iodine-based scrub and alcohol.

Time in Video: 7:40-8:20, and Location in Text: 5.1
Comment: No mention of pre-emptive/post-surgical analgesia administration is mentioned, which is not in line with the JoVE guideline: “Animals must receive post-surgical treatment, such as recovery housing and treatment for post-surgical pain (ideally including a preemptive dose of analgesics immediately prior to the initial incision).”
Suggested change: 
Include a pre-emptive/post-surgical analgesia regimen in the text manuscript and add onscreen text to the video.
OR 
Provide justification for why analgesia was not administered. Also, provide specific documentation from your animal ethics committee (in English) indicating the non-use of analgesia.

Location in Text: 5.1.1
Comment: Thermal support (e.g., heating pad or blanket) not provided. This is not in line with JoVE guidelines of “Provide thermal support (e.g., heating pad or blanket) … as needed.” 
Suggested change: Edit the text to add “Place the anesthetized animal on a heating pad or blanket”.

Location in Text: 5.1.3
Comment: Is “seizer” likely a typo? Although the video shows (7:57-7:60) a skin biopsy punch being used to make the skin incision, after which scissors are shown to be used to detach the incised piece of skin. 
Suggested change: Change the text to “Using a sterile skin biopsy punch, remove a 6 mm circular piece of skin to create a full-thickness cutaneous wound on the dorsal surface of each mouse”.
