Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Time in Video: 1:20-01:25, and Location in Text: 2.1
Comment: The use of scissors to cut the skin for survival surgery is not appropriate.
Suggested changes: 
1. Delete this video segment and modify the voiceover (Something like “After making a midline incision on the anterior neck, dissect the connective tissue and expose the left common carotid artery and its bifurcations.”)
2. Edit the text to change scissors to a scalpel blade.

Comment: The animal is not draped for survival surgery.
Suggested change: Add onscreen text to the video: TXT: Drapes omitted for demonstration purposes

Time in Video: 1:40
Comment: Sterile surgical gloves are not used.
Suggested change: Add onscreen text to the video: TXT: Use sterile gloves

Location in Text: 5.1
Comment: IM injections are not recommended for mice. Also, multimodal analgesia is preferred.
Suggested change: 
Please change analgesia to a subcutaneous injection and recommend adding a dose of opioid (ideally sustained-release buprenorphine)
OR
Provide specific documentation from your animal ethics committee (in English) indicating the use of current analgesia.

Location in Text: 5.2
Comment: Antibiotic eye ointment is not recommended to prevent antibiotic resistance; plain eye ointment should be used.
Suggested change: Please remove “erythromycin”.

Location in Text: 5.4
Comment: If proper aseptic technique is used, antibiotics should not be needed. This can create antibiotic resistance.
Suggested change: Recommend removing point 4.

Comment: Sterile gloves are not used.
Suggested change: Add onscreen text to the video: TXT: Use sterile gloves

Comment: Hair debris is visible in the surgical field.
Suggested change: Delete this video segment and modify the voiceover.

Comment: No evidence of a disinfectant-based scrub. Surgical drape not used.
Suggested change: Add onscreen text to the video TXT: Disinfect the surgical area 3x with alternating rounds of iodine-based or chlorhexidine-based scrub and alcohol

Time in Video: 03:24-03:31
Comment: The video shows a mouse falling from a wire lid without explaining or showing what the mouse was landing on to avoid injury.
Suggested change: Crop the video frame to show only the upper mouse, ignoring the lower mouse, which falls down.

Location in Text: 5.1
Comment: The dose range and dosing interval of lornoxicam are not listed or given preemptively.
Suggested change: Provide the dose range in mg/kg and the dosing interval. Edit the text to mention preemptive analgesia before the start of the surgery.

Location in Text: 5.2
Comment: “During the surgery, apply erythromycin eye ointment to both eyes to ameliorate dryness of the eyes.”
Suggested change: This should be placed at 1.2, without mentioning erythromycin
