Time in Video: 0:22 
Comment: No preemptive analgesia provided.
Suggested change: Specify an appropriate systemic analgesia regimen as onscreen text or provide justification for withholding analgesia.

Location in Text: 3.2.1
Comment: The text states to make an incision with scissors, not consistent with JOVE guidelines.
Suggested change: Edit the text to incise the skin with a scalpel blade (the video shows the appropriate use of a scalpel blade to open skin).

Location in Text: 2. Preparation for Surgery
Comment: No analgesia except post-op topical lidocaine gel.
Suggested change: Preemptive analgesia should be specified, or justification for withholding analgesia should be provided.

Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Time in Video: 2:00 – 2:10, and Location in Text: Section 3
Comment: This section of the video shows the application of Elastase and quickly mentions the concentration and dilution information. This information is not included in the text article, Section 3, which describes the surgical details.
Suggested change: Consider adding a text overlay in the video with the details for Elastase (type, volume, dilution, etc.) and add this procedure within the text.

Time in Video: 2:10
Comment: It is stated that the incision is kept open with Elastase having been applied for 10-20 minutes. Significant tissue drying can occur in such a long open period. Also, the inflammatory action of elastase in any non-target areas may lead to complications in healing and add to pain post-operatively.
Suggested change: Add text overlay to moisten the tissue during the waiting period. Also recommend dabbing away any excess elastase immediately after application, not 10-20 minutes later.
