Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Time in Video: 2:40-2:50
Comment: The voiceover narration states to make an abdominal incision with a sterile scapel, but in the video, scissors and thumb forceps are being used.
Suggested change: Remove the mention of a scalpel (“using a sterile scalpel”) from the voiceover narration. 

Location in Text: Representative Results, first paragraph, 9 lines down
Comment: It is rather minor, but just for consistency throughout the paper, PBS was used, and then in this section, BPS buffer was written.
Suggested change: Change “BPS” to “PBS” 

	
Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Time in Video: 2:40
Comment: During the kidney collection portion of the videothe onscreen text reads “Anesthesia: Isoflurane inhalation” and the narration states “…on the abdomen of an anesthetized mouse…”. The text description of this portion of the procedure, Section 7. Mouse Euthanasia states that the mouse is euthanized by cervical dislocation while anesthetized using isoflurane PRIOR TO opening the body wall, perfusing, and collecting the kidney. The mouse in the video has been euthanized, and death is confirmed as the heart is not beating, and the lungs are deflated and not breathing. The order of events described in the text is more appropriate than what is described in the narration of the video. The IACUC-approved protocol very likely specifically states that the mouse will be euthanized prior to opening the body wall.
Suggested changes:
1. Modify the narration to state “…on the abdomen of a euthanized mouse…”.
2. Edit the anesthesia onscreen text to read: TXT: Euthanasia: Cervical dislocation under isoflurane anesthesia
