Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Time in Video: 2:20, 3:13
Comment: The skin/fur around the eye has been prepped with betadine, and the caption says “Apply tetracaine and betadine onto the ocular surfaces prior to injection.” That isn’t enough detail for a user to replicate. Tetracaine should be applied to the ocular surface only- it doesn’t need to be on the skin around the eye. The betadine has been applied to the skin (fur has not been clipped) around the eye- which is not covered in the phrase “the ocular surfaces.” Note: this is explained in the manuscript more clearly. The manuscript says that the betadine is applied directly to the ocular surface AND to the skin around the eye.
Suggested change: If the video is meant to stand alone, then for tetracaine and betadine, clarify which agent is applied to which body part(s). Perhaps “TXT: Apply tetracaine and betadine to ocular surface; Apply betadine to periocular skin.” 

Time in Video: 2:35
Comment: The tooth of the forceps is on the sclera, quite close to the cornea. Do the authors have any suggestions about avoiding scratches to the cornea? 
Suggested change: If the authors have advice to offer about restraining the globe without scratching the cornea, I encourage them to include it as a text overlay in the video. 

Time in Video: Not available
Comment: The JoVE surgery/anesthesia guidelines specify confirming the surgical plane of anesthesia before the procedure and providing thermal support. These are not explicit in the video but are explicit in the manuscript. 
Suggested change: Add onscreen text to the video. TXT: Confirm the depth of anesthesia via a toe-pinch; Provide thermal support

Location in Text: Introduction
Comment: “Vasculature” is misspelled in this sentence: “however, the subtenon injection is closer to the scleral than the orbital vasscularture”
Suggested change: Correct misspelling. 

Location in Text: 1.1 NOTE and 2.1 NOTE
Comment: What is meant by “… titrate anesthesia with isoflurane (3 oxygen: 3 isoflurane ratio)…”? I’m not familiar with an “oxygen: isoflurane ratio.” Do the authors mean to set oxygen to 3 liters per minute and isoflurane to 3%? If so, that seems too high for both. 
Suggested change: Please clarify. 

Location in Text: Not available
Comment: The JoVE surgery/anesthesia guidelines require the use of ophthalmic ointment. I suspect that ointment is not used here because of incompatibility with the depicted techniques, and that corneal drying is prevented by the saline flush step. The manuscript does comment on lubricant for the contralateral eye (Protocol step 1.3). 
Suggested change: Explain in the text manuscript why ophthalmic ointment is not used and/or is not needed.
