Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Location in Text: 4.2.2.3.1
Comment: It is noted, “Tie off the femoral vein proximal to the proposed insertion site.” Based on my experience, the catheter should be placed in a manner directed toward the heart, and the distal portion of the vessel (away from the heart) would be tied off. This would also apply to the arterial catheterization. 
Suggested change: If appropriate, it is recommended to change “proximal” to “distal”.

Location in Text: 10.3
Comment: It is noted in “3. Ensure the death of an animal with the absence of vital signs (heartbeat, blood pressure, and breathing). - Auscultate for the absence of heart rate and breath sounds with a stethoscope for confirmation”. It is recommended to include verbiage that a physical method of euthanasia will be used to ensure the death of the animal.
Suggested change: It is recommended to include that the removal of tissues following auscultation of the heart will ensure the death of the animal.
