Reviewer 2 Comments: 

Location in Text: Protocol introduction
Comment: Typo - Mice are stated as weighing 25-50 mg.  
Suggested change: correct it to grams (g).

Location in Text: 3. Creation of a mature subcutaneous pouch
Comment: In the video, the mouse is shown as anesthetized and prepped for each air injection, but this is not noted in the text. Also, no note is made of skin preparation after the first injection, without which contaminants may be introduced into the pouch.  
Suggested change: Clarify the text to indicate that the procedure for every two days is the same as on the first day.

Location in Text: 4. Implantation of connected wires and bacterial inoculation
Comment: Is the infected pouch painful for the mouse? During the 14 days the abscess is forming, how is the comfort of the mouse evaluated, and what actions are taken if the mouse shows scratching at the site, redness of skin, decreased appetite, or changes in activity?
Suggested change: This needs to be stated in the text as a short note.

Location in Text: 5. Extraction of the implants from the subcutaneous abscess
Comment: The method of confirmation of death needs to be included in the text. No incisions should be made in the skin before confirmation of death.	
Suggested change: Include information such as lack of respiration and heartbeat, blanching of mucous membranes, or any other factors from the approved IACUC protocol.
