Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Location in Text: 5.4 and Materials list
Comment: Please clarify if the analgesics (IV, banamine, 2.2 mg/kg) and subcutaneous buprenorphine SR (0.03 mg/kg) were only one injection, respectively, for analgesics. The Materials List only includes Buprenorphine and Hospira Pharmaceuticals but does not include the Buprenorphine SR source. 
Suggested change: The missing information is necessary to minimize confusion and to ensure that the appropriate analgesics used were correctly described in the text.

Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Time in Video: 1:06-1:14
Comment: Only initial sedation/induction anesthetics are shown on the overlay.
Suggested change: Add maintenance anesthesia drugs used as a text overlay on video.

Time in Video: 1:15
Comment: Aseptic skin preparation is not mentioned, nor is local anesthesia.
Suggested change: Add the missing information as text overlays to the video.

Time in Video: 4:45
Comment: No mention of systemic analgesia provided before recovery from anesthesia.
Suggested change: Add the missing information as text overlays to the video.

Location in Text: 5.4
Comment: Please double-check the buprenorphine SR (?) dose. An SR formulation is described, but the dose provided (0.03 mg/kg) looks like a buprenorphine HCl dose instead, and the Materials section below appears to list a buprenorphine HCl product. 
Suggested change: Verify and update the buprenorphine product used and/or dose. Include the updated dosing in any systemic analgesia-related changes to the video. 

Location in Text: 5.4
Comment: No frequency of analgesic administration is provided. Are repeat doses of buprenorphine and/or banamine given in the hours and days post-op?
Suggested change: Briefly state the entire analgesic regimen in this section. 

Location in Text: Figure 1
Comment: The B and C images do not match the text description; they should be swapped.
Suggested change: Provide a revised figure, moving the image labeled C to the left where B is and B to the right to become C, OR Swap the figure legend.
