Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Time in Video: 2:07 to 2:14, and Location in Text: 2.2
Comment: The method of restraint described indicates the animals are held by scruffing and gently swung to make the animal calmer. My understanding is that scruffing can be stressful for rats, and I am not sure what evidence is used to demonstrate that swinging would improve the animal's state if they were struggling. The swing shown in the video was not as concerning as it is described in the text. Scooping or encircling the thorax are methods that are routinely used. The restraint technique may be stressful to the rat. Other areas in the video show less stressful handling methods. It is not clear why this method is necessary. 
Suggested change: Consider clarifying the need for this method of animal handling. 


Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Time in Video: 1:50
Comment: The video says to remove the animal from the scale, but the animal is still on the scale in the next clip.
Suggested change: Consider editing the voiceover/video for consistency.

Time in Video: 2:07
Comment: The video says “immobilize” as the reference for what is being done to the animal. I would say the more appropriate term is “restrain”.
Suggested change: Consider changing the term to “Restrain” in the video, as well as in the text.
