Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Time in Video: 1:24
Comment: The catheter needs to be prepared in a sterile fashion. It does not appear to be on a sterile surface, and the instruments do not appear sterile.
Suggested change: Clarify how sterility was ensured while preparing the catheter.

Time in Video: 1:48
Comment: Preoperative analgesics should be given because organs are harvested from a live animal.
Suggested change: Add onscreen text stating the preoperative analgesics used (opioids and local anesthetics) 
OR 
Provide justification for why analgesia was not administered. Also, provide specific documentation from your animal ethics committee (in English) indicating the non-use of analgesics in the procedure.

Time in Video: 2:30-2:40
Comment: The skin should be shaved since organs are harvested for transplantation and should be prepped three times using betadine and alcohol, but it shows and mentions only alcohol.
Suggested change: Remove this video segment and place the voiceover information as a text overlay.

Time in Video: 2:35
Comment: Toe pinch not tested prior to start of procedure.
Suggested change: Add text overlay before making the skin incision TXT: Confirm the depth of anesthesia via a toe-pinch

Time in Video: 5:05-05:07
Comment: The Surgical site of the animal receiving the lung needs to be prepared in a sterile fashion with betadine and alcohol 3x’s. A surgical drape must be used in the survival surgery. Preoperative analgesics and local anesthetics should be provided. No toe pinch performed. Ophthalmic ointment was not applied.
Suggested change: Add text overlays to confirm the appropriate anesthetic depth prior to the start of the procedure. Mention appropriate disinfection of the surgical site and the use of a surgical drape. Mention the use of pre-operative analgesics and local anesthetics. Mention that the ophthalmic ointment is applied. 

Location in Text: 1. Prepare cuffs
Comment: It looks like the cuffs in the video are not prepared in a sterile manner.
Suggested change: Edit the text to indicate that this is performed in a sterile manner using sterile instruments and a sterile surface.

Location in Text: 2.1
Comment: When organs are harvested from live animals, preoperatively, analgesics should be administered. 
Suggested change: Edit the text to include analgesics and local anesthetics because this is a pre-mortem organ harvest in a live animal.

Location in Text: 2.6
Comment: Because this is a tissue harvest for survival surgery, the harvest must be performed in a sterile fashion. Must check anesthetic depth prior to incision.
Suggested change: Edit the text to indicate the skin is disinfected three times in a circular motion with both an iodine-based or chlorhexidine-based scrub and alcohol. Indicate a toe pinch and confirm an appropriate anesthetic depth prior to incision.

Location in Text: 4.1 and 4.2
Comment: Appropriate preparation of the skin is not mentioned. Appropriate preoperative analgesics and local anesthetics are not mentioned. No mention of ophthalmic ointment.
Suggested change: The skin must be disinfected three times in a circular motion with an iodine-based or chlorhexidine-based scrub and alcohol. A preoperative analgesic and local anesthetic must be included at the skin incision site. Mention the application of ophthalmic ointment. 


Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Time in Video: 1:24
Comment: It appears the cuff is created by cutting over wood. Sterility?
Suggested change: Indicate sterility of the prep.

Time in Video: 2:30-2:40
Comment: Skin prep for the donor should include shaving and surgical prep/scrub.
Suggested change: Do not show this portion (delete the video segment), adjust the voiceover, and add a text overlay to compensate for this deletion.

Time in Video: 5:06
Comment: The recipient's skin prep should include surgical prep/scrub in multiple circular passes, followed by alcohol.
Suggested change: Add text overlay to mention skin disinfection three times with an iodine- or chlorhexidine-based scrub and alcohol.

Location in Text: 2.6
Comment: No indication of surgical prep/use of sterile surgical instruments for tissue harvest.
Suggested change: Edit the text to indicate that the skin is prepped for surgery/aseptic technique several times in a circular path with an iodine-based or chlorhexidine-based scrub and alcohol.

Location in Text: 4.2
Comment: No indication of surgical prep/use of sterile surgical instruments for tissue harvest.
Suggested change: Edit the text to indicate that the skin is prepped for surgery/aseptic technique several times in a circular path with an iodine-based or chlorhexidine-based scrub and alcohol.

Location in Text: 4.2
Comment: Animal not draped.
Suggested change: Edit the text to mention using a sterile drape to minimize contamination.

Location in Text: 4.5
Comment: Is modeling clay sterile?
Suggested change: Indicate sterility of modeling clay OR indicate that surgery is tips only.
