Reviewer 1 Comments:

Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Time in Video: 1:44, and Location in Text: 1.3.2
Comment: After instructing to obtain baseline weights, the audio states to “pause the experiment for 1-2 weeks if necessary” without clarifying why it might be necessary.
Suggested change: Edit the text to specify situations that might necessitate pausing initiation of the study beyond the minimum 1-week acclimation period. Add concise information as onscreen text, if necessary.

Time in Video: 4:35
Comment: Young rat pups are shown in a bare cage while the audio comments on the need for adequate thermal support – this seems incongruent. This type of handling has the potential to affect outcome measures, as previously documented in studies of prenatal alcohol exposure and prenatal stress.
Suggested change: Please state in the text/video if pups are handled on the day of birth or if the initial assessment is delayed a few days. 

Location in Text: 2.6 Euthanasia of dams
Comment: It is unclear if the goal of euthanasia is for data collection or simply because the dams are no longer needed.
Suggested change: Please clarify if any scientific postmortem assessment is conducted on the dams. Discussing the dams' disposition may not be necessary if they are not related to the scientific objectives (as with the breeder males).
