Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Time in Video: 1:31, and Location in Text: 1. Pre-operative procedures
Comment: Missing – Oxygen in anesthetic induction, application of ophthalmic ointment, and thermal support.
Suggested changes:
1. Include in text that isoflurane anesthesia is administered with oxygen (required O2 volume), that ophthalmic ointment is applied to the eyes, and that the animal has received thermal support. 
2. Text overlays should be included in the video to add missing information.

Time in Video: 1:31, and Location in Text: 1.1
Comment: Pre-operative analgesia not provided.
Suggested change: Include pre-operative analgesia regimen OR provide justification for why analgesia was not administered. Also, provide specific documentation from your animal ethics committee (in English) indicating the non-use of pre-operative analgesia.

Time in Video: 1:51 – 1:56, and Location in Text: 1.3
Comment: Surgical area preparation.
Suggested change: Include what is being used to remove the depilatory cream (e.g., sterile saline, water, or another). 
Time in Video: 1:56–2:02, and Location in Text: 1.4
Comment: Inadequate skin preparation. The skin was prepped with iodine only (no alcohol). Guidelines state the requirement of disinfection of the surgical area with both an iodine-based or chlorhexidine-based scrub and alcohol.   
Suggested change: Edit the text to include both an iodine solution and alcohol, and modify the narration.

Time in Video: 2:05, and Location in Text: 2. Vascular anastomosis of the femoral artery 
Comment: Sterile conditions? Include the mention of whether new sterile gloves have been donned before surgery, as the user was shown handling the mouse and placing it on the surgical surface. Include whether instruments have been sterilized prior to use. 
Suggested changes: 
1. In the text manuscript, add the importance of using sterile instruments at the start of surgery and donning sterile gloves after animal preparation.
2. Add onscreen text to indicate that new sterile gloves were donned before the surgery and to mention that the instruments used were sterile.

Time in Video: 3:02 
Comment: Additional information is needed in the text overlay.
Suggested change: Include the volume of heparinized saline to be injected at the anastomosis site.

Time in Video: 3:27, 3:36, 3:56, 4:39, and Location in Text: 2.6, 2.7, 2.8.2, 2.9, 2.10, and 3.1
Comment: Additional information is needed on the suture type.
Suggested change: Include the type of suture used, or at least if it is absorbable vs. nonabsorbable). Note that braided silk should not be used.

Time in Video: 4:40, and Location in Text: 3.2
Comment: Post-operative care for survival procedures.  
Suggested changes: 
1. Edit the text to include post-operative analgesics and post-operative care (fluid administration, post-operative monitoring, etc.), OR provide justification for why post-operative analgesia was not administered. 
2. Add post-operative analgesia regimen as a text overlay.
Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Time in Video: 1:30-1:33, and Location in Text: 1.1
Comment: Pre-operative analgesia is not provided.
[bookmark: _Hlk197599981]Suggested change: Include pre-operative analgesia regimen (in the text and as a text overlay on the video) or provide justification for why analgesia was not administered. Also, provide specific documentation from your animal ethics committee (in English) indicating the non-use of pre-operative analgesia.

Time in Video: 1:56-2:00, and Location in Text: 1.4
Comment: Proper application of surgical scrub is not performed. JoVE Guidelines indicate that the surgical area must be disinfected several times in a circular motion with both an iodine-based or chlorhexidine-based scrub and alcohol. 
Suggested change: Edit the text to include both an iodine solution and alcohol, and modify the narration.

Time in Video: 2:03, and Location in Text: 1.4
[bookmark: _Hlk197600254]Comment: No drape is placed over the animal during the surgical procedure. 
[bookmark: _Hlk197600269]Suggested change: Add onscreen text: Drapes are omitted for demonstration purposes

Time in Video: 4:45-4:51, and Location in Text: 3.1
Comment: The application of iodine post-operatively is contraindicated. Although it may seem intuitive to apply scrub post-operatively, studies have shown that, in animals, the application of iodine to the surgical site post-operatively is associated with delayed healing, overgrooming, and other complications.
