Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Location in Text: 3.3
Comment: Reason(s) for the injections into the inner canthal vein vs injections into more commonly used veins (e.g., lateral tail vein) could have been provided.
Suggested change: Consider providing the reason(s) for injecting the inner canthal vein instead of more commonly used veins (e.g., lateral tail vein).

Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Time in Video: 4:30 and 5:50
Comment: The needle looks like a large gauge for the retro-orbital and IP injections. 
Suggested change: Provide the suggested gauge and length as a text overlay. 

Location in Text: 3.1
Comment: The terminology would be confusing here for most rodent users. We call this a retro-orbital injection. 
Suggested change: If appropriate, edit the text to “Insert the needle at a 10-15° angle into the retro-orbital sinus, ensuring accurate placement.”

Location in Text: 4.1.3
Comment: This is a non-sterile solution as the powder is weighed out and then resuspended with no reference to sterile filtration.
Suggested change: Clarify that a syringe filter is used.
