Location in Text: -
Comment: Optic nerve crush description does not specify the use of anesthetics or analgesics. Citation refers to optic nerve crush as an established paradigm, but it does not suggest that the cited method was used. I suspect they were used but left out of the abbreviated description.
Suggested change: Consider adding short language to reflect appropriate use of anesthetics and analgesics for optic nerve crush. 

Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Time in Video: 1:48 – 2:00, and Location in Text: 2.1 and 2.3
Comment: It was interesting to take care of any confounding effects by disinfecting/cleaning the platform before and after trials; however, the leather gloves used for animal transfer are not sanitizable and are in direct contact with the animal.  
Suggested change: Add a NOTE on confounding effects in the text, if any.
