Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Time in Video: 1:24 – 1:38, and Location in Text: Discussion 4th paragraph
Comment:  In the discussion, the text reads “continuous vaporizer-monitored isoflurane,” but that is not what is shown in the video. Indeed, that would be difficult to do given how the operator needs access to the nose, tongue, and mouth. Do the authors put the mouse in a suspension device with a nose cone to make sure the mouse is properly anesthetized, and then remove the nose cone or mask to block the nares and access the tongue? Need a consistent description.
Suggested change: This should be clarified in the text manuscript or edited accordingly.

Location in Text: 2.3
Comment: The work used isoflurane anesthesia, which is appropriate, though the induction chamber described in the text is not as safe for the animals as some other choices.
Suggested change: The text in 2.3 can be shortened to “Place the mouse in an isoflurane anesthesia induction chamber. Monitor the mouse until its breathing slows, indicating adequate anesthesia, and then immediately remove it.” Edit 2.3 NOTE accordingly.

Location in Text: 2.7
Comment: There is no discussion of managing mice for lung disease in the 60 days following the bleomycin installation. Are they dyspneic? Do they lose weight? Can the authors recommend humane endpoints for earlier euthanasia if mice are sick?  
Suggested change: Edit the text to add a short NOTE suggesting what symptoms and signs to watch for in mice and recommendations, if any, on humane endpoints.
