Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Location in Text: 3.6 
Comment: It is not clear why the author uses the same kind of disinfectant (chlorhex) even though it is used three times.
Suggested change: It is advisable to alternate three times to disinfect the incision area between the chlorhex scrub and the alcohol scrub to prevent infection.

Location in Text: 7.1
Comment: It is not clear why the author uses Buprenorphine for only 2 days. Buprenorphine should be considered for post-operative pain management based on the individual animal’s clinical condition and pain assessment score. Ongoing evaluation is essential to determine whether analgesia should be extended or adjusted. This tailored approach ensures effective pain control while supporting animal welfare.
Suggested change: If applicable, rephrase the text/add a note accordingly.


Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Location in Text: 7.1
Comment: Missing dose, frequency of administration for post-op analgesic (buprenorphine).
Suggested change: Provide dose in mg/kg, route of administration, and frequency of the analgesic compound.
