Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Location in Text: 2.8
Comment: The text indicates doing a last surgical scrub on the neck.  Cleanse the skin twice with 4% chlorhexidine gluconate, followed by two applications of chlorhexidine digluconate 0.5% m/v in alcohol 70% spray.  
Suggested change: This should be performed a total of 3 times for surgical prep standards.

Location in Text: 4.4 and 4.6
Comment: The text does not indicate the route of administration for Flunixin or the Neomycin-procaine-benzylpenicillin.
Suggested change: Add routes such as IV or IM etc.,

Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Time in Video: 00:34-00:40
Comment: The text overlay on the video here says “Anesthesia: 2-4 mg/kg Propofol (Intravenous)” implying that this is the only analgesia given. Align with the text, which states that the animal was intubated, and anaesthesia was maintained with inhaled isoflurane.  Also used was:  “constant rate infusion (CRI) of propofol (10 mg/kg/min, IV), remifentanil (0.03 mg/Kg/h, IV), and cis-atracurium (0.09 mg/kg/h, IV).” 
Suggested change: Edit the current onscreen text to read as:
Sedative: Dexmedetomidine (0.01 mg/kg, IV)
Induction anesthesia: Propofol (2-4 mg/kg, IV)
Maintenance anesthesia: CRI of propofol (10 mg/kg/min, IV), remifentanil (0.03 mg/Kg/h, IV), and cis-atracurium (0.09 mg/kg/h, IV)
Intubate and maintain anesthesia with inhaled isoflurane and oxygen

Location in Text: NA
Comment: Need to add details that demonstrate that these JOVE requirements were followed:
“Use ophthalmic ointment on eyes to prevent dryness while under anesthesia.”
“Provide thermal support (e.g., heating pad or blanket) and monitoring as needed.” 
“Do not leave an animal unattended until it has regained sufficient consciousness to maintain sternal recumbency.” 
Suggested change: Add the necessary details at appropriate places in the text manuscript.

Location in Text: 4.4
Comment: The text does not indicate the route of administration for Flunixin.
Suggested change: Add route of administration (IV vs IM vs PO).

Location in Text: 4.5
Comment: “Apply a buprenorphine patch for topical analgesia on each goat….”
Suggested change: Remove “topical” when referring to buprenorphine analgesia.  The patch is topical, but the analgesia it produces is systemic. 

Location in Text: 4.6
Comment: The text does not indicate the route of administration of Neomycin-procaine-benzylpenicillin.
Suggested change: Add route of administration (IV vs IM vs PO).
