Location in Text: 3.1.3
Comment: Inhalant anesthesia can be used for brain imaging using rodent-specific nose cones or non-rebreathing circuits. 
Suggested change: Suggest removing “For abdominal imaging, inhalation anesthetics for quick recovery, and injectable anesthesia for brain imaging”. Instead, the text can suggest following local institutional guidelines for administering anesthetic agents in abdominal and brain imaging.  

Location in Text: 3.1.8
Comment: “Use Atipamezole as a reversal drug for injectable anesthesia after the experiment.” Atipamezole is a reversal agent for alpha-2 agonists. 
Suggested change: Suggest changing to “Consider use of the reversal agent atipamezole if an alpha-2-agonist (e.g., dexmedetomidine or xylazine) was used in conjunction with injectable anesthetics”.
