Comment: There is no toe pinch or anesthetic depth check, and anesthesia monitoring is not mentioned. Besides, the animal needs to be kept warm. The toe pinch check is mentioned in the text.   
Suggested change: 
1. Add text overlay in the video. TXT: Confirm the depth of anesthesia via a toe-pinch; Provide thermal support throughout the procedure
2. Add text overlay in the video about the anesthesia monitoring parameters that are checked and recorded (if any).

Comment: There is no mention of post-surgical analgesia.    
Suggested change: Briefly describe the post-procedural recovery mechanism and what monitoring or post-surgical analgesia is conducted, if any.
