Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Location in Text: 2.8 
Comment: This instruction says to use this non-absorbable suture for both the abdominal wall and skin. Later in the text, it states that if a non-absorbable suture is used, the remaining material should be removed after a specific and appropriate time period. Non-absorbable sutures are used in the abdominal skin, but it is probably better for the animal to use an absorbable suture in the abdominal wall since you can’t go in and remove it later. 
Suggested change: Edit the text to add a line about using absorbable suture for the abdominal wall. PDS is a good suture choice because it has most of its strength for 10-14 days to hold the skin closed. 

Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Time in Video: 01:05-03:00 and 03:43-05:38
Comment: The surgery site appears either inadequately shaved or cleaned by the presence of long strands of fur throughout the surgical field, and seen gaining access to the incision site. Thorough cleaning of the surgery field with saline-soaked gauze after shaving would have eliminated these hair strands. 
Suggested change: Refilm the surgery video using appropriate depilatory and cleaning techniques, avoiding loose hairs around the incision site. 

Time in Video: 3:02-3:19, and Location in Text: Step 7.1

Comment: Hind footpad injections are used to help visualize lymph nodes. Hock injections have been shown to be a viable alternative while avoiding injection into the more sensitive, weight-bearing footpads (https://pmc.ncbi.nlm.nih.gov/articles/PMC2464360/ ; https://www.nature.com/articles/s41598-025-12446-0)
Suggested change: Either mention the potential for hock injections as an alternative or provide scientific justification for why the foot pad must be used, OR Change the method of injection in the text and refilm the injection technique.

Time in Video: N/A
Comment: May not be an issue, but the clipping/depilatory procedures, scrubbing, and verification of anesthetic depth are not described in the video, only in the text.
Suggested change: Add onscreen texts to the video to include these steps.
