Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Time in Video: 04:55-06:53; 07:11-07:14; 07:30-07:56
Comments: 
1. Fur is not removed from the surgical area (The ovary and fat pad came into contact with hair).
2. The user uses non-sterile gloves.
3. Scissors should not be used to make skin incisions for recovery surgeries. This does not align with JoVE Animal Use Guidelines.
4. The skin was not properly prepped. Ethanol is not an appropriate disinfectant and does not follow JoVE veterinary guidelines for the preparation of the skin.
5. Users should avoid using ethanol on open wounds (after the skin is opened). This is painful and can cause tissue injury and impaired healing.
6. Analgesics were not provided.
Suggested changes: 
1) Refilm the surgery with a well-shaved animal (150% of the area surrounding a surgical site should be shaved or cleared of fur using depilatory cream).
2) The skin should be thoroughly prepped (chlorhexidine or betadine scrub and followed by alcohol in 3 alternating passes) before the skin incision is made.
3) Use sterile gloves for surgery.
4) Do not use scissors for making the initial incision on skin. Use a surgical blade.
5) Remove the footage (05:14-05:21) showing ethanol wiping on an open wound.
6) Indicate what analgesics were used in this study, OR provide scientific justification for why analgesia was not administered.

Comment: What about non-stainless steel items sterilization?
Suggested change: Recommend indicating all non-stainless steel items (Stripper Pipettor) are provided as sterile, as a single-use item, or indicate how they are sterilized.

Comment: Ethanol is not an appropriate disinfectant and does not follow JoVE veterinary guidelines for preparation of skin.
Suggested change: Indicate hair is removed and the skin is disinfected in preparation for surgery with a chlorhexidine or betadine scrub or solution, followed by alcohol in 3 alternating passes.

Location in Text: 3.3
Comment: Ethanol wiping is done after the incision. Users should avoid using ethanol on open wounds (after the skin is opened). This is painful and can cause tissue injury and impaired healing.
Suggested change: Delete this point.

Comment: No analgesics provided.
Suggested change: Indicate what analgesics were provided or indicate why analgesics were withheld.  

Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Time in Video: Throughout the entire surgical procedure
Comments:
1. 150% of the area surrounding a surgical site was NOT shaved or aseptically prepared using a 2-stage prep (e.g. Povidone iodine or Chlorhexidene followed by alcohol).
2. Wiping the fur with 70% ethanol is not an adequate surgical prep.
3. Scissors are used for making skin and musculature incisions. 
4. Wound closure only involved suturing the skin. 
5. Descriptions of pre-emptive and post-operative analgesia are absent.
Suggested changes:
1) Refilm the surgery with a well-shaved animal (150% of the area surrounding a surgical site should be shaved or cleared of fur using depilatory cream).
2) The skin should be thoroughly prepped (chlorhexidine or betadine scrub and followed by alcohol in 3 alternating passes) before the skin incision is made.
3) Use sterile gloves for surgery.
4) Do not use scissors for making the initial incision on skin. Use a surgical blade.
5) A 2-layer closure (peritoneum/musculature followed by subcutaneous tissue/skin) should be used for incisions into the abdominal cavity.
6) Indicate what analgesics were used in this study, OR provide scientific justification for why analgesia was not administered.
