Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Location in Text: 2. 6. NOTE
Comment: Is the pre-emptive one-dose of the extended-release buprenorphine given before surgery sufficient? Is the administration of analgesics not necessary after 72 h? Did any animals show clinical signs of pain after 72 h?
Suggested change: Comment on your experience of post-operative care regarding analgesics after 72 hours. If analgesics are needed after 72 hours, that should be stated in section 4.3.


Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Time in Video: 1:11 – 1:18, and Location in Text: 2.5
Comment: Step 2.5. says, “Disinfect the exposed skin by applying an antibacterial skin cleanser (e.g., betadine and 70% alcohol).” The video showed the skin around the surgical site being disinfected with an antibacterial skin cleanser at a single time. The disinfection process was to be repeated several times. 
Suggested changes: 
1. Modify the text to indicate that disinfection must be done several times.
2. Add text overlay to the video. TXT: Repeat disinfection 3x

Time in Video: 1:55 – 2:12 
Comment: The video showed the being incised with surgical scissors. The Jove guidelines state, “Scissors should not be used to make skin incisions for recovery surgeries.”
Suggested change: Delete this segment and place the voiceover information as a concise text overlay.

Time in Video: 1:43, 1:46, 2:18, 2:27, 2:42, 3:30-3:44, 3:47
Comment: The video showed surgical gloves being worn and contacting non-sterile parts of the animal that do not appear to have been shaved and disinfected. At time point 2:43, pieces of shaved hair can be seen on the surgical glove. A break in aseptic technique can pose a risk to the health of the animal, and even subclinical infection can be a confounding variable in research.
Suggested changes: 
1. Provide a text overlay at 02:13 to mention changing to fresh and sterile gloves before the surgery and changing gloves when non-sterile surfaces are contacted.
2. Blur the areas where loose hairs are visible.

Location in Text: 3.2
Comment: “Make a small midline longitudinal incision over the knee using surgical scissors”. The Jove guidelines state, “Scissors should not be used to make skin incisions for recovery surgeries.”
Suggested change: Describe the skin being incised with a scalpel blade.
