Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Time in Video: 7:08, and Location in Text: 4.14
Comment: Recommend an mg/kg dose range rather than mg/ml to allow easier review by scientists/researchers.
Suggested change: Provide an mg/kg suggested dose of ketamine and xylazine in the text manuscript and update the text overlay in the video.

Location in Text: 4.15
Comment: Recommend a mg/kg dose range rather than µL volume of anesthetic in the dose recommendation to allow easier review by scientists/researchers.  
Suggested change: Provide an mg/kg suggested dose of ketamine and xylazine.


Reviewer 3 Comments: 
Time in Video: 7:08 – 7:16, and Location in Text: 4.14 and 4.15

Comment: The onscreen text in the video lists “I.P. injection of Xylazine (20mg/ml) + Ketamine (100mg/ml) in 30ul of PBS”. This indicates the concentration of xylazine/ketamine, but not the dose (mg/kg). 
Suggested change: Update the text manuscript to include the mg/kg dose and update the text overlay in the video.

Time in Video: 7:08 – 8:34
Comment: The heating pad appears to be an electric heating pad. These can have hot spots that can create burns. It is recommended to add a text overlay to use caution with electric heating pads to ensure potential hot spots do not cause burns and that a barrier is between the heating pad and the mouse (it is present in the video; there are paper towels present; this may or may not be too thin a barrier to prevent burns).  
Suggested change: Suggest a short text overlay to include in the video at timestamp 07:08 to ensure the use of a barrier, like a blanket or paper towels, if electric heating pads are used.

Time in Video: 8:30 – 8:34
Comment: It is not shown that the mouse is placed back into a housing cage after recovery.   
Suggested change: Provide a text overlay in the video stating that mice are to be returned to a housing cage after recovery.

Location in Text: 4.15
Comment: The age and sex of the mice used in this study are not included. 
Suggested change: Add the age and sex of the mice used in this study.

Location in Text: 5.3
Comment: CO2 displacement rate is not included for the CO2 euthanasia method, nor is a secondary method included after CO2 euthanasia. 
Suggested change: Add the CO2 displacement rate (e.g., 30-70% displaced per minute per AVMA Euthanasia Guidelines; or use guidelines used at the author’s institution) and the secondary method of euthanasia after CO2 euthanasia to confirm death if used (e.g., cervical dislocation or bilateral pneumothorax).
