Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Time in Video: 7:00-7:49
Comment: The surgical area is not shaved, and the gloves appear to be nitrile with no mention of sterility.
Suggested change: Refilm this segment, considering the following points.
1. 150% of the area surrounding a surgical site should be shaved or cleared of fur using depilatory cream. Loose hair on or around the animal should be removed.
2. Should have sterile gloves for survival procedures.
3. Avoid stapling hair into the incision and use sutures to close the muscle layer (do not use braided silk sutures).

Location in Text: 7.3 Intrabursal injection (IBI) into the ovary
Comment: No description of analgesia is being provided. Some forms of analgesia should be provided as outlined by surgical guidelines at the source institution.
Suggested change: Include analgesia regimen or provide justification for why analgesia was not administered.

Location in Text: 7.3 Intrabursal injection (IBI) into the ovary
Comment: Describes use of ketamine only for “anesthesia”, which is not considered a way to achieve a surgical anesthetic plane. 
Suggested change: Recommend an injectable cocktail that could include ketamine or utilize isoflurane. 


Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Time in video: 3:05-3:30; 7:00-7:49, and Location in Text: Figure 5
Comment: Mice were not shaved for the survival surgical procedure. The muscle layer was not closed with a suture before the skin was closed with wound clips.
Suggested changes: 
1. Remove the B-roll at 3:05-3:30 
2. Refilm the segment (7:00-7:49) with a well-shaved animal (150% of the area surrounding a surgical site should be shaved or cleared of fur using depilatory cream. Loose hair on or around the animal should be removed); Use sterile gloves for surgery; close the muscle layer with suture (do not use braided silk sutures) before closing the skin with wound clips.
3. Replace Figure 5 with images showing a well-shaved animal.

Location in Text: 7.3 Intrabursal injection (IBI) into the ovary
Comment: Only Ketamine was given to the mice.  It is typically given in combination with another drug, such as xylazine, to provide a surgical plane of anesthesia. No analgesia was noted to be given to the animals in the video or the text.
Suggested change: 
1. Edit the text to include a cocktail mixture of anesthesia.
2. Include analgesia regimen or provide justification for why analgesia was not administered.

Location in Text: 7.3 Intrabursal injection (IBI) into the ovary
Comment: The text in the article also needs to include shaving, prepping the animal aseptically and also closing the muscle layer with suture before closing the skin with wound clips. 
Suggested change: Edit the text to include shaving, prepping the animal aseptically and describe closing the muscle layer with suture before closing skin with wound clips.
