Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Location in Text: 1.2 and 1.3
Comment: The dorsal abdominal skin is disinfected before fat harvest. Shouldn’t the ventral surface be disinfected as well?
Suggested change: Add disinfection details in the text, if applicable.

Location in Text: 1.9
Comment: Tramadol administered q24h does not provide adequate analgesia. Suggested interval is q4-6 hours or use a longer-acting analgesic. It is also unclear if 40mg/kg is an adequate dose.
Suggested change: Provide the effective dose and dose interval for the selected analgesic.


Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Time in Video: 1:49 and 2:22
Comment: Fur was not shaved, and a drape was not used to decrease the chances of bacterial contamination of the harvested fat tissue. 
Suggested change: 
Refilm to show a well-shaved animal being aseptically scrubbed (add a drape if required) prior to making the skin incision for fat harvest.
OR
Share your animal ethics document saying that shaving is not required.

Time in Video: 2:54-02:57
Comment: Anesthetizing video should not be shown per JoVE animal guidelines.
Suggested change: Remove this segment (animal being anesthetized in the chamber) from the video.

Time in Video: 3:03
Comment: The toe-pinch test (withdrawal reflex) was not used to determine a surgical plane of anesthesia.
Suggested change: Add onscreen text TXT: Confirm the depth of anesthesia

Time in Video: 3:08
Comment: The fur has not been clipped short or shaved for the injection procedure. This would be acceptable for 1-2 injections. Since 6-26 injections will be given, the hair should be cleared to improve aseptic technique.
Suggested change: 
Revise the video to show the injection site shaved or cleared of fur. 
OR
Share your animal ethics document saying that shaving is not required.

Location in Text: Surgical Procedure
Comment: There is no indication that the surgical instruments and collection tubes are sterile. 
Suggested change: Please add that all instruments, scissors, forceps, and collection tubes are sterile.
