Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Time in Video: 1:16, and Location in Text: 3.1
Comment: Sterility of needles/syringes
Suggested change: The video indicates that sterile needles/syringes are used. Recommend adding that statement to the narrative and text manuscript (something like, “…attach a 22-gauge guide sterile needle….”)

Time in Video: 1:55
Comment: Sterility of ultrasound gel? Indicate that the ultrasound gel is sterile. It is needed because the needle is seen passing through the ultrasound gel at ~2.:55.
Suggested change: Add a text overlay to the video to indicate that the ultrasound gel is sterile.

Location in Text: 2.3
Comment: The animal should be anesthetized for this procedure. The narrative reads that isoflurane is used to ensure sedation.
Suggested change:  Change the wording from “ensure adequate sedation” to “ensure appropriate depth of anesthesia.”

Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Location in Text: 2.6
Comment: Although heart rate, respiratory rate, and body temperature ranges were noted, no detail was given to ensure the animal was fully anesthetized.
Suggested change: To ensure adequate anesthesia, add language on toe pinch, lack of reaction to the initial needle touch to skin, or similar.
