Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Time in Video: 1:09
Comment: The surgeon appears to be appropriately wearing surgical gloves; however, at several times, the surgeon is observed to touch non-sterile surfaces, such as the heating pad and the non-shaved areas of the mouse during animal preparation. This would break aseptic technique UNLESS the sterile tips only technique is being used. This should be clarified either in the video or the text.
Suggested change: Add onscreen text: TXT: Don fresh sterile gloves before surgery

Time in Video: 1:08-01:13
Comment: Scissors are used to make a skin incision for survival surgery.  This is in contradiction to the JOVE Animal Use Guidelines
Suggested change: Delete this video segment showing skin incision with scissors and modify the voiceover something like, “After making a midline cervical skin incision, excise a 3 by 3…….”.

Location in Text: Information lacking in text and video.
Comment: There is no mention of the use of analgesia to control post-operative pain.
Suggested change: Add appropriate analgesia regimen or provide justification for withholding.
