Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Time in Video: 1:13
Comment: Purple nitrile gloves are being used here. This gives the visual impression of the use of non-sterile gloves for survival surgical procedures. 
Suggested change: Add onscreen text at 01:16 TXT: Use sterile gloves for surgery

Time in Video: 1:16; 7:05-7:19
Comment: A sterile drape of the incision is not used. Sutures running over the fur.
Suggested changes: 
1. Add text overlay at 1:16. TXT: Drapes are omitted for demonstration purposes
2. Delete the segment 7:05-7:19 and place the voiceover information about suturing as a short text overlay.

Location in Text: 4.1.1
Comment: When cervical dislocation occurs while under anesthesia is the method, a follow-up physical examination should be used for confirmation. 
Suggested change: After cervical dislocation under anesthesia add “confirmed with a gap space in the cervical vertebra or a thoracotomy” to the text. 


Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Time in Video: 7:05-07:19
Comment: The incision site is not shaved. Sutures running over the unsterile fur.
Suggested change: Delete this segment and place the voiceover information as a condensed text overlay.

Location in Text: Section 1
Comment: The text does indicate the site should be shaved for the microvascular embolism procedure, but does not indicate the same for the craniotomy procedure.
Suggested change: Include the missing information in the text.

Location in Text: 1.2.1 and 2.3.2
Comment: The surgical incision for both procedures is noted to have been made with surgical scissors, but this is not allowed for survival procedures per the JoVE animal use guidelines.
Suggested change: Change “scissors” to “scalpel”.
