Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Time in Video: 2:16-3:32; 3:56-6:14
Comments:
1. Scissors were used to incise the skin. JoVE Animal Use Guidelines explicitly state that scissors should not be used to make skin incisions for recovery surgeries.
2. After showing the creation of the circular skin incision on the scalp, the video shows the blunt dissection of a surgical site that is not the head. This transition is confusing. In addition, it is not entirely clear where the cervical incision is made. 
3. Hair fragments are in the surgical site. This is likely because the surgical site was not shaved sufficiently and was not thoroughly cleaned after shaving.
4. There was no mention of peri-operative analgesics at 03:30 and 06:07.
5. The mouse is being transferred by the tip of the tail. JoVE Animal Use Guidelines state, “Do not hold/pick up animals by the end of the tail. If picking up animals by the tail, grab the base of the tail and reposition the animal so that prolonged tail holding doesn't occur.”
6. It appears that the dental cement got onto the skin and hair, and the closure of the surgical site was not shown.
7. The drilling of the nasal bone was apparently not flushed with sterile saline during or after the creation of the burr hole. The procedure can heat the bone and create dust that can be cooled and cleaned off with a saline flush.


Suggested changes: 
1. Use a scalpel blade to make the skin incisions.
2. Check the video order for the right sequence.
3. Refilm these segments with a well-shaved animal (150% of the area surrounding a surgical site should be shaved or cleared of fur using depilatory cream).
4. Follow the JoVE Animal Use Guidelines and provide/describe/demonstrate administration of perioperative analgesics.
5. Transfer the animal by holding the base of the tail and providing support.
6. Dental cement should be applied only to the device and the bone. Close the cranial incision around the dental cement. If the incision cannot or should not be closed, please explain and justify.
7. Use sterile saline to flush the burr site during and after drilling.

Comment: Perioperative analgesics are not mentioned in the text nor in the accompanying video.
Suggested change: Please follow the JoVE Animal Use Guidelines by describing the analgesics used for these surgical procedures.

Comment: Administration of ophthalmic ointment to the eyes of animals under anesthesia is not described in the text nor demonstrated in the video.
Suggested change: Please follow the JoVE Animal Use Guidelines by describing the analgesics used for these surgical procedures.


Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Time in Video: 2:16-3:32; 5:20-6:14
Comments:
1. The mouse is placed in a supine position at 2:16, then at 2:22, it is in sternal recumbency with the top of the head being shaved/scrubbed.
2. Disinfection is done only with iodophor in the video and text, and not in a circular manner.
3. No heat support or eye lubrication is mentioned, but the mouse appears to have eye lubrication in the video.
4. There is fur in the surgical area for both incisions.
5. Pre-operative analgesia was not provided. 

Suggested changes: 
1. I think 2:22-2:37 are out of place and should be immediately before what is now ~3:14.
2. Disinfection has to be done both with iodophor and alcohol.

4. Refilm these segments.
5. Include a pre-operative analgesia regimen as text overlay in the video and add the information to the text or provide justification for why analgesia was not administered.
