Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Time in Video: 1:42 and Location in Text: 3.1.1
Comment: Anesthetics used are non-traditional (may involve non-pharmaceutical grade compounds) and do not provide analgesia. In most institutions, because of the volatility and potential for side effects, this anesthetic is only given once, or if given more than once, the procedure must be terminal. The text suggests giving a second dose if needed. While the procedure itself may not be painful, this procedure produces pulmonary fibrosis and respiratory distress, which may be painful and cause distress. 
Suggested changes: 
1. Consider an alternate anesthetic, or only give one dose. Use of non-pharmaceutical grade compounds must be approved by the IACUC.  
2. If applicable, address the need and use of analgesics or supportive care both in the procedure and over the process of disease development in the text manuscript.

Comment: Nebulizing tools are not designated as sterile. 
Suggested change: Add onscreen text: TXT: Sterilize the tools in advance

Time in Video: 2:50
Comment: Anesthetic depth is not confirmed/checked prior to or during the procedure.  
Suggested change: Add onscreen text: TXT: Confirm the depth of anesthesia via a toe-pinch

Location in Text: 3.2.1
Comment: Nebulizing tools are not designated as sterile. 
Suggested change: Add text to indicate that the used nebulizing tools are sterile.

Location in Text: 4.3-4
Comment: Text describes post-procedural monitoring for body weight, activity, grooming, and respiratory signs. However, animals are only euthanized if >20% BW is lost.  
Suggested change: Describe terminal endpoints and criteria for euthanasia or treatment in the face of pain or respiratory distress. Please state if animals are given any analgesics for the study duration.

Location in Text: 5.1
Comment: The anesthetic used is nontraditional, unpredictable, and does not provide analgesia. The terminal procedure involves surgery and organ removal without analgesic support or anesthetic depth monitoring.  
Suggested change: Consider editing the text to include anesthetic, providing analgesics, and monitoring the depth of anesthesia.


Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Location in Text: 3.1.1
Comment: A non-pharmaceutical grade anesthetic, Tribromoethanol, is used in this study. 
Suggested change: Recommend including a scientific justification for the use of Tribromoethanol. This should have been described in the IACUC protocol. Provide approved protocol for documentation.
