0:54 A drape should be used, and proper aseptic prep of the skin should be performed.
1:30 Nonsterile gloves are in contact with the sterile site.
2:20 Abdominal tissues appear to be in contact with non-sterile fur.
2:44 Suture material used to suture the abdominal wall is in contact with non-sterile fur.
3:49 Drape should be used, and proper aseptic prep of the skin should be performed.
4:01 Nonsterile gloves are in contact with the incision site.
5:02 Sterile tools are in contact with non-sterile fur and are later in contact with tissues.
6:10 Sterile suture material is in contact with non-sterile fur.
Comment:
Aseptic technique is not properly used to perform surgery in this video.
Suggested changes:
A) For the video on “Interstitial Injection in the Initial Segment of the Epididymis”
1. Add onscreen text: TXT: Drapes are omitted for demonstration purposes.
2. Add onscreen text to indicate that sterile gloves are used.
3. Remove footage that shows the suture touching non-sterile fur.
4. Replace the video that does not show abdominal tissue contacting non-sterile fur (Note from JoVE: We have footage of surgery performed on the other side, and we can consider using that footage).
B) For the video on “Intravasal Injection in the Cauda Epididymidis, the surgery needs to be refilmed to include proper use of aseptic technique.

Comment: Proper aseptic preparation of the surgical site is not described.
Suggested change: Update the text to mention that the surgical area must be disinfected several times in a circular motion with both an iodine-based or chlorhexidine-based scrub and alcohol.

Comment: Postoperative monitoring is not described. Analgesics are not described.
Suggested change: Include postoperative monitoring and preoperative analgesics (can be included in preoperative preparation).

Comment: Suture or sterile instrument touching non-sterile fur.

Suggested change: Add a description of the euthanasia method.
